Absolutely NO late registration or weigh-in will be permitted as this is a bout system tournament with assigned 
mat numbers and bout numbers.  

The ½ pound rule will be in effect for this tournament. Once in the weigh-in area, wrestlers will be allowed to cut weight 
only if they are within ½ pound. Check scales will be available.  
Wrestlers must make weight in their singlet. Singlets must be worn INTO the weigh-in area. 

**NOTE - A State issued birth certificate must be available upon demand. Additionally, the 18 & Under age group applies to high 
school eligible wrestlers. A current report card may be requested by tournament director(s) in case of protest.
